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RECAP: JUNE MEETING @ CHARIOT RUN

Dr. Lee Miller presented his thesis research regarding fairy ring management at the June
meeting held at Chariot Run GC. This is a summary of his current recommendation for using
preventive applications of the DMI fungicides for fairy ring control on putting greens

Preventive Fungicide Applications for Fairy Ring Control on Putting Greens

Dr. Lee Miller, University of Missouri

1 Two low-rate applications are necessary for the longest residual control.
Triadimefon (Bayleton®), triticonazole (Trinity® or Triton®), tebuconazole (Torque®),
metconazole (Tourney®), and myclobutanil (Eagle®) have showed satisfactory fairy
ring control when applied in this outlined preventive strategy.

1 The first application should be made in the spring when 5-day average daily soil
temperatures taken at 2 inches are 55 ¢ 60 F. In sandy soils, 5-day average air
temperature can also be an adequate measure. According to past weather history,
this range should occur in Louisville, KY in early to mid April.

1 The second application should be made 28 days later.
Applications should be made in 2 gallons H,0/1000 ft>.

1 Applications should be watered in with & to % inch of irrigation. If feasible,
irrigation should be applied immediately. At the latest, irrigation should occur that
night. Preventive applications that are not watered-in have resulted in
unsatisfactory control.

9 Tank-mixing of wetting agents (i.e. Revolution®) with these preventive DMI
applications has resulted in a slight decrease in fungicide efficacy. Wetting agents
should still be applied according to regular scheduling, preferably two weeks apart
from the fungicide applications. Wetting agents should still be applied with the
curative fungicides flutolanil, pyraclostrobin, or azoxystrobin to ensure penetration
into the thatch.
